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As time goes on, it’s becoming apparent that although we will see a lag in supply, China is in the
process of recovery, therefore manufacturing has started to return to full capacity.

Constrained logistics, travel restrictions and a shortage of labor in China will most certainly cause
some delay, although the slow-down in the construction industry in the United States (U.S.) will
provide time for this major supplier of product to recoup.

According to a report from Construction Dive, Chief Economist for Dodge Data & Analytics Richard
Branch estimated that 30% of building products in the U.S. are imported from China. While China
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
